Research Trust Fund Committee
Guidelines for Research Grant Application
The North American Lily Society (NALS) recognizes the importance of research to the preservation of lily (Lilium) species and to the continuing advances in lily breeding and culture throughout the world.  The NALS was founded in 1947. The formation of a Research Trust Fund Committee (RTFC) in 1989 and development of a Research Trust Fund has strengthened the NALS commitment to research. Guidelines for research grant applications are as follows.
 
1. The RTFC awards grants to researchers in private industry, universities, colleges, botanical gardens, arboreta, and other for-profit and not-for-profit research institutions.
2. Projects may be in the areas of 1) wild lily species conservation, ecology, taxonomy, propagation, etc., 2) lily breeding, traditional or more technologically advanced methods, 3) lily disease and insect control or resistance, 4) lily culture, potted or in-ground, including effects of growing media, nutrition, pH, salinity, growth regulators, etc.  Studies pertaining to Lilium but not included in the above categories may also be considered.
3. All submitted applications shall be reviewed by RTFC. Applications may be submitted throughout the year, but will only be evaluated at the RTFC meetings, which are usually held in late January and midsummer. Awards are announced in writing soon after.
4. Funding will be considered based on the project’s perceived value to lily research, the qualifications of the Principal Investigator, and availability of funds. The amount of the grant will vary depending on applicant need and adjudged value of the research. Funds available for grants are currently limited to $8,000 - $10,000 per year. The RTFC reserves the right to partially fund a project. Research funds may be disbursed in two or more installments. 
5. Funds can only be used for direct project-related expenses, which may include but are not limited to plant materials, growing or other research supplies, travel expenses, publication costs, equipment purchase or rental, student salaries, etc. We do not pay any indirect (overhead) costs, nor do we fund salaries of faculty or Principal Investigators. 
6. Projects are funded for one year. Multiple-year projects are encouraged, but researchers are required to file new applications annually for further funding. 
7. Funded researchers are required to submit a Final Report to the RTFC. Recipients of multiple–year funding are expected to file annual Progress Reports. All Progress and Final Reports are due January 1st the year following the award period. Should the research run past January, reports can be filed on June 1st of the same year. Annual Progress Reports for research projects which last for more than one year must be received for review by the RTFC prior to approval of additional funding. 
8. The RTFC requires any publications, lectures, Internet-based projects, etc. resulting from funded projects acknowledge the financial support of the Research Trust Fund of NALS. The RTFC requests a copy of the project findings, in plain English, to be published in the NALS Quarterly Bulletin.
9. The RTFC reserves the right to terminate funding to a project at any time, when in the opinion of the RTFC it has become apparent that the project objectives have not been met and/or that further research funding will not benefit those objectives or NALS members.
10. The Grant Application Form is available as a Word Document. If possible, file your application in an electronic format to the RTFC Chairperson. The application itself is self-explanatory.  It is important that you explain in your application the significance your research results will have for NALS and the genus Lilium. Similarly, as part of the “Present Status of Project”, be certain to include an evaluation of what has been or is currently being done by you as well as other researchers.  Research Grant priority will be given to innovative studies which extend the scope of current lily research.
